along- and offshore from Passv@io to south of the Rio Grande. Thesi=d chloro-

phyll is most likely not indicatie o the presence d€. brevisand is probably due to the
resuspension of benthic chlorophyll and sediments along the coast.

Forecast models based on predicted near-surface currents indicate a potential maximum
transport of >150km south from the Port Aransas region from March 7 to 13.
